Information and Entry Requirements
All auditions will be held on the main stage at the Stag Theatre, Sevenoaks.

There is a pay and display car park at the back of the theatre, please follow brown tourist signs to the car park.

Sevenoaks train station is at the bottom of London Road, and the Stag Theatre is at the top of the London road, which is a 5-10min walk up the hill. 

When you arrive, please enter via the main front entrance of the theatre, and follow the signs upstairs to the theatre. You will be asked to sign in on arrival. 

There is a waiting area at the theatre. Parents/friends will not be permitted into any audition.

All stages of the audition process will be filmed for the internet television series ‘The Panto Factor’. All auditionees (and parents of auditionees aged under 18yrs), will be required to sign a filming release form prior to their first audition.
If you want to audition you must...

Be aged 16yrs plus (see application form for full details of age requirements)

Live in the Kent / Sussex area

Be available at all Panto Factor audition dates

Be available for the full rehearsal period and run of Jack and the Beanstalk
Open Audition...
When applying, you should select either Sunday 12 or Sunday 19 September. You don’t need to attend both open auditions.

When we receive your entry form, we will contact you with an approximate time slot for your audition. You may have to wait for a while when you arrive.

You should prepare two songs for your audition; one ballad and one up tempo song. The songs you pick should show off your voice and range. They can be in the style of pop or musical theatre, whichever you prefer. Please learn all of both songs. You may be asked to stop before the end of a song, and you may not be asked to sing both songs.

We would prefer that you come prepared with sheet music, but if you prefer, you may use a backing track. A sound system will be provided.

You will be given a short piece of script when you arrive. This will be used for the acting audition, which you may or may not be asked to do. 
At the end of your audition, you will be given feedback by the judges. The judges will decide by a process of voting whether or not you will be invited back to the recall. You will need two out of three of the judges to vote for you in order to be invited back to the recall.
Recall Audition...

The recall audition is on Sunday 26 September. If you are invited back to the recall, you will be given an information letter, with a timeslot for your audition.

You will need to take on board any feedback or other instructions given to you by the judges, and prepare two songs. At least one of the songs should be in the musical theatre style. You should prepare two songs, one ballad, one up tempo. Please learn all of both songs. You may be asked to stop before the end of a song, and you may not be asked to sing both songs.

At the recall audition, you must bring sheet music for both songs. Backing tracks will not be permitted.

You will be given a short piece of script when you arrive. This will be used for the acting audition, which you may or may not be asked to do.

You may be asked to dance at the recall audition, so please come with clothes you can move in.

On the day of the recall audition, you will be asked to either wait or return at the end of the day. At the end of the day, those who have been selected for the final will be announced. 

Final...

All finalists will perform at the finalists concert on Friday 1 October. 
Each finalist will be given a rehearsal slot on stage during the day, and each act will be directed and staged by the creative team.

The content of the concert will be discussed on an individual basis with finalists. 
A panel of judges will watch the concert, which is open to the public, and the winners will be announced live on stage at the end of the show. 
At the end of the show, the winners will be asked to sign contracts, and must be available for a photo shoot straight after the performance. All finalists will be provided with a draft copy of the contract prior to the concert.
